Sian Clutterbuck questioned a vehicular counter Branford Wells – junction of Brickhouse Lane and Hare lane – Clerk to ask Steve Cunnah 

Alice Brock asked if there was any response to their damaged gate. Sian Clutterbuck advised it is a problematic area and burglaries have occurred over the years where they trying to get to the wood yard. 
Alice Brock updated everyone that local Police Patrols will now include Brickhouse Lane. Sian mentioned that this may also be due to 
36.5      Receive any relevant updates from County and District Councillors
County Councillor Lesley Steeds advised that the HGVs and the state of the roads have been raised again by numerous residents. She has forwarded most recent emails regarding West Park Road and Zena Curry advised that it has not been prioritised for resurfacing. Cllr Bourne advised that there is no point to resurfacing till SES Water company have finished their major works. Cllr Steeds is going to flag up the pot holes as they have become really problematic, particularly going south toward Haskins Garden Centre. 

The barrier at the end of Church Road is being looked at having been raised by Cllr Steeds. She has been told by Matt Furniss that there is no funding to repair it and has passed it over to Zena Curry. Surrey County Council have advised that the railings are not dangerous, however the district councillors confirmed how dangerous it actually is if a car were to land in ditch!
Cllr Bourne said he a problem with SES dumping spoil from the works on West Park Road, which has now been stopped 

The parish councillors raised the Polo Pitch with Cllr Bourne specifically the latest email received from Charlotte Parker. Cllr Bourne advised that Tandridge District Council and Surrey County Council have allowed this to go through and there is nothing that can be done at the present time. Cllr Marks questioned whether an official complaint can be made, however Cllr Bourne does not think that this will get changed or anyone be held accountable for their actions. 

Cllr White advised there is a rumour that the Inspector will be making comment on the Local Plan this week which will give residents further information about the situation. There is no indication of which way this will go.

The reasons for REFUSAL are: -

1. The proposal would constitute inappropriate development in the Green Belt causing significant harm to the openness and visual amenities of the Green Belt. No very special circumstances exist to clearly outweigh the harm by reasons of inappropriateness and other identified harm. As such the proposal is contrary to the NPPF (2019) and Policies DP10 and DP13 of the Tandridge District Local Plan Part 2: Detailed Policies (2014).

2. The proposal, by reason of its design, scale, bulk and size, would result in would be out of keeping with the original character of the subject dwellinghouse, causing detrimental harm to the character and appearance of the area, contrary to CSP18 of the Core Strategy (2008), Policy DP7 of the Local Plan (2014) and the requirements of the NPPF.

The Local Planning Authority has acted in a positive and creative way in determining this application, as required by the NPPF (2019), and has assessed the proposal against all material considerations including the presumption in favour of sustainable development and that which improves the economic, social and environmental conditions of the area, planning policies and guidance and representations received.

Proposal
Demolition of existing detached garage and log store buildings. Erection of detached 4-bay garage with two front dormer windows and games room above. Existing vehicular access turfed and formation of new vehicular access to highway with associated fencing.

Refused
The proposal, by reason of its scale and design, would constitute a dominant feature and would be excessive in its size given the dwelling it would serve and the number of other buildings on the site, detracting from the rural character and appearance of the locality. On this basis, the proposal constitutes inappropriate development in the Green Belt and no ‘very special circumstances’ are demonstrated that clearly outweigh the identified harm. The proposal is therefore contrary to provisions of the NPPF (2019) and Policies DP10 and DP14 of the Tandridge Local Plan Part 2: Detailed Policies (2014). 2. The proposal, by reason of its size, scale and design, would fail to respect and reflect the character and appearance of the site and surrounding area contrary to Policies CSP18 and CSP21 of the Tandridge District Core Strategy 2008 and Policy DP7 of the Tandridge District Local Plan Part 2: Detailed Policies 2014.

39.1      Horne Parish Council discussed the Cricket Pitch and received an update on progress. Cllr Steeds updated that she has made contribution to resurface the pitch. 
Andy Clutterbuck joined the meeting to update regarding the power situation. 60amps max and they need 100amps minimum. Philip Wicks is going back to the electricity board to request that a new supply is brought from further up the road. This had been discussed prior but the electricity board quoted a further £20k to run the supply on poles. Andy Clutterbuck suggest that a professional contractor is contacted for safety and definite location of services. The power would have to come from a supply opposite Cherry Tree Farm, and try and share the costs of digging and laying the electricity. Councillors were concerned regarding a conflict of interest with this option. 
Conclusions really are it must be 100amps so a different approach is required. 

39.2      Horne Parish Councillors to discuss the polo pitch and further action 
39.3      Cllr Alison Brown gave the Parish Council an update on the meeting held with Surrey County Council Flood 
Risk & Network Resilience Officer – George Allan and proactive steps forward to be taken. Cllr Brown and the clerk spent an hour with the Surrey County Council Officer and investigated the ditching systems surrounding the area of Church Road. He was also particularly concerned about level of refuse in the ditches. He looked at the Polo Pitch and is going to look into the run off of water and whether it has been diverted due to the large development. 
George Allen advised that re introducing Gripps would help and the Clerk has received confirmation from Steve Cunnah at Highways that Horne Parish Council may go ahead with this initiative. 

Cllr Marks would like the ditches addressed on Newchapel Road. The clerk will chase this up with SCC.

Richard Biggs sent an email to Cllr Brown to advise of the latest points. He is going to collate the information and organise a meeting in the new year for public consultation. The top comments were HGV conduct and Polo Pitch, Speed Limits being ignored or monitored. The road repairs are of poor quality and only last a short time. Areas mentioned were Rookery Hill – sharp corner is dangerous. Redenhall Road is congested. No street lights and pavements. 
Richard Biggs provisional suggestions would include speed cameras on local roads and some traffic calming measures of islands and humps.
HGVs are being really dangerous after half a load of spoilt was spilt over the road and a HGV ended up in the ditch recently. Sian Clutterbuck advised that there is a large sink hole in between Eulyn Farm and the Golf course. She is concerned regarding safety on that stretch of road.
