	During the current Covid-19 Pandemic the following emergency measures have been put in place for conducting the business of the Parish Council:

Horne Parish Council delegates authority to the Clerk in consultation with the Chairman Alison Brown in conjunction with ideally the Vice Chairman, but in absence any one of the remaining Parish Councillors, to take any actions necessary with associated expenditure to protect the interests of the community and ensure council business continuity during the period of the pandemic Coronavirus. All decisions, expenditure and business will be recorded by minutes, and confirmed as a true record at the next allowable meeting.
Procedural Matters

1.1    Apologies for absence was received from County Councillor Steeds, Cllr Wickington and Cllr Michie 
1.2    There were no disclosures by Members of any Disclosable Pecuniary Interests (DPIs) and / or other interests 

           arising under the Code of Conduct 

1.3    The minutes were recorded as an accurate record from the March meeting held on 15th March 2021

1.4    Public Questions: Ten minutes available for the public to express a view or ask a question.  
              The public are welcome to stay and observe the rest of the meeting.
HGVs have been reported as a problem again around the rural roads, particularly Browns are causing a problem. Cllr Brown stated that she telephoned Browns and they told her to report the registration numbers to them and they will deal with their drivers. 

The clerk reported receiving an email from a Church Road resident as well as Christian Petersen’s report of 10 lorries passing his residence in 10 minutes. Councillors noted that redundant farm conversion to HGV bases have attributed to the problem. 

Councillors discussed Eulyn Farm and noted that APS have a license to work within Eulyn Farm. The requested update meeting has not been booked in due to illness with Appellant and Fiona Lander. 

Horne Parish Council received an email from an East Park Road resident stating how dangerous, broken up and in need of attention the lane has become. The Clerk has spoken to County Councillor McIntosh and County Councillor Steeds regarding ghosting the lane. The clerk will continue to chase this up along with the dangerous roads in the Parish such as Bones Lane, Croydonbarn Lane and Brickhouse Lane as to what solutions could be reached. 
1.5      County and District Councillors did not have any updates. Cllr White confirmed he will chase up the complaint 

           letters Horne Parish Council have submitted to Tandridge District Council. Clerk to send the information onto  

           Cllr White. 
1.6      Councillors to discussed further funding options for work with in the parish. The clerk confirmed she is working 
           on Your Fund Surrey and investigating other avenues including for Frogit Heath the Open Space Strategy and  

           Consultation along with the Gatwick Scheme which provides funding for those under the flight path

The reason(s) for REFUSAL are:-
1. The proposed garage building would dominate the frontage of the site and as such would constitute inappropriate development in the Green Belt for which no very special circumstances exist to clearly outweigh the harm by reason of inappropriateness and harm to openness. As such the proposal is contrary to Policies DP10, DP13 and DP14 of the Tandridge Local Plan: Part 2 – Detailed Policies 2014 and the National Planning Policy Framework (2019).

2. The proposal, by reason of its design and bulk, would result in significant harm to the character and appearance of the site and surrounding area, contrary to Policy CSP18 of the Tandridge District Core Strategy (2008) and Policy DP7 of the Tandridge District Local Plan Part 2: Detailed Policies (2014).

4.1      Horne Parish Council received an update from the Cricket Club Committee regarding progress. It was reported to be going really well, the ducting is in situ and now waiting on Utiliex to confirm laying the cable. The next plan is to remove 5 trees directly next to the Pavilion which were self seeded and very close to the building. The quotations are coming back circa 2k, this will include the stump being left 2ft above ground level and at present will be removed if necessary
