44.1      Councillors discussed the ongoing situation regarding Bones Lane with Cllr Steeds. There is a possibility that 

             the new kerb stones at the junction, that are higher may be installed.  
44.2      Horne Parish Council discussed issues relating to Newchapel Hall and confirmed that the clerk would invite 
             Rev Calver for an informal chat with the Chairman and the Clerk. 
44.3      Councillors confirmed action regarding the hardstanding situation on Newchapel Green. The clerk will write a 
             letter and circulate to councillors for approval before sending to the resident.

NOT FOR PUBLIC VIEW:

Horne Parish Council talked through Mr Page’s interesting proposal regarding swapping the Cricket Paivilion for the field behind the Jolly Farmers pub. He felt that this would be beneficial to both parites for different reasons. 

Councillors felt that an exact plan and dimensions of the property available would need to be seen before proceeding. If the area suggested was agreeable then an independent valuation would be required on both the Cricket Pavillion and the Jolly Farmers field. It was suggested that Cluttons would be suitable and Cllr Wickington has previously used and recommended Nick Birchall. 

Cllr Michie stated that the Parish Council has responsibilities to parishioners to do due diligence and fully understand all aspects of the proposal.  

Cllr Brown will contact Lingfield Cricket Club and suggest the idea as without their support for the idea, it would not be able to progress. Once the idea has been raised with the Cricket Club the Parish Council will then potentially investigate the idea further.
