Refused

1. The proposal would constitute inappropriate development in the Green Belt, which by definition, would be harmful. The proposal would also be harmful to the openness of the Green Belt by reason of the proposed use of the building and intensification of built form on the site. No very special circumstances exist to clearly outweigh the harm that would be caused by reason of inappropriateness and any other identified harm. As such, the proposal is contrary to the provisions of the NPPF and to Policies DP10 and DP13 of the Tandridge Local Plan: Part 2 – Detailed Policies 2014.

2. The proposal, by reason of its scale and layout, which would result in an increase of built form on the site, would result in overdevelopment and fail to reflect and respect the character and appearance of the site and surrounding area. As such, the proposal is contrary to Policies CSP18 and CSP21 of the Tandridge District Core Strategy (2008) and Policy DP7 of the Tandridge District Local Plan: Part 2 – Detailed Policies (2014).

3. Insufficient information has been provided in terms of parking and operation of the development for assessment of the application including the full impact that the proposed development would have upon the public highway which may prejudice highway safety and cause inconvenience to other highway users contrary to the objectives of the NPPF, Policies CSP12 of the Tandridge District Core Strategy (2008) and Policy DP5 of the Tandridge District Local Plan: Part 2 – Detailed Policies (2014) and the objectives within the Surrey Local Transport Plan.

To permit the Landlord its servants and agents to enter upon the property at all reasonable times for the purpose of inspecting the state and condition thereof for the carrying out of maintenance and for all other reasonable purposes including use of the premises on the 3rd Monday evening of the month for the holding of Parish Council Meetings between the hours of 7 and 10pm  and any other community function in or out of cricket season provided no unreasonable interference to the Tenant's use of the Property is caused thereby

Cllr Michie will re write it and reline the document and send it through. 

Cllr Bourne advised that the Cricket Club can apply for the Small Business Grant and is waiting for him to apply for. 

Cricket Club have primary use through cricket season with Parish Council having free use when not in use by the Cricket Club – and vice versa
